6 pm Karel Haloun / GIFT (Husák didn’t smoke dope)
The graphic designer Karel Haloun, who initiated  this exhibition, will present the Czech music poster from the 1970s to the present day, mirroring the years of "normalization", McDonaldization and attempts at normality. The project embraces everything that disrupted the numbness of the past and today's social systems shattering the complacency of the establishment is accompanied by an untraditional catalogue (authors: Karel Haloun, Jan Čumlivski, Václav Havlíček), which is simultaneously a document of the exhibition and a graphic design research laboratory.

6.30 pm Marta Sylvestrová / Květa Pacovská - AD INFINITUM

Through a selection of her original books Květa Pacovská will showcase her sophisticated approach to creating tactile, sonic, sculptural, and architectural books/objects, which are the outcome of her experimental research into her free creation. The overview of her book works is framed by art posters by the artist and painted alphabets, printed as lithography.
7. pm  Book launch / Zak Kyes / Working with…
Zak Kyes is a Swiss-American graphic designer working in London. Kyes formed the design office Zak Group in 2005 and Grégory Ambos joined as partner in 2012. Kyes joined the Architectural Association, London, as art director in September 2006. In 2008, he co-founded Bedford Press, an imprint of AA Publications. Kyes has been awarded the Inform Award for Conceptual Design in 2011 and Zak Group was twice awarded the prize for the Most Beautiful Swiss Book in 2010. The studio's work has been included in the exhibitions Graphic Design Worlds (Triennale Design Museum, Milan, 2011), Wide White Space (CCA Wattis, San Francisco, 2011), Graphic Design for and Against Cities (Corner College, Zurich, 2009), and the 22nd International Biennial of Graphic Design (Brno, 2006). Apart from studio projects, Kyes's critical practice encompasses publishing, curating, and site-specific projects for and with art institutions. As a curator Kyes organised the touring exhibition Forms of Inquiry: The Architecture of Critical Graphic Design (Architectural Association, Casco, Lux, IASPIS, Archizoom, BolteLang, 2007-2009) and Joseph Grigely, The Information Economy (NYABF, MoMA PS1, New York, 2010). He currently teaches at the Architectural Association School of Architecture, London and in the MA programme at ECAL (Ecole Cantonale d'Art de Lausanne).

6 pm Two or Three Things I Know about Provo (The Brno Edition)
Provo was an anarchist movement in Amsterdam which existed between 1965-1967. It was a free association bringing together individuals with different ambitions: subversive plans, artistic motives, utopian ideas and concrete projects. Its conceptual activism and speculative political proposals (so-called white plans) have permanently influenced the appearance of the Dutch political and cultural scene. Two or Three Things I Know about Provo revolves around a small, personal (and hence essentially incomplete) archive of the movement, including materials related to the various activities following in the footsteps of Provo (Aktiegroep Nieuwmarkt).

6.30 pm Jon Sueda (USA) / Work from California / Pra68k Palace, Husova 18

The contemporary graphic design of the Golden State (California) reflects the multiple layers and the complexity of the 31 st  American state. The themes of migration, the mythology of the West, cowboys, illusions, fantasies, broken dreams and, naturally, Hollywood will reveal, through their passion, drive, and raw nature, the contexts, approaches and the mentality of the people and the landscape where the works came into being.
