BRNO MUSEUM NIGHT 2014

Which night is so special that it attracts throngs of visitors to cultural institutions? Which night in the year offers such an inexhaustible wealth of cultural events? And which night is sure to keep you awake? Well, it’s the Brno Museum Night! This unique cultural phenomenon is celebrating its tenth anniversary on Saturday 17th May 2014. And this would be impossible without the visitors and their loyalty in annually attending this veritable museum feast. This year they can again expect a number of new events whilst the basis remains unchanged: the doors of museums, galleries and many other cultural centres in Brno and its surroundings will be open from 6pm until midnight. 


An enticing programme, which includes visits to permanent and temporary exhibitions, has been prepared in all the traditional locations - the Moravian Gallery, Technical Museum, Moravian Museum, Brno City Museum, Brno House of Arts, Museum of the Brno Region, Museum of Romany Culture, Mendel Museum, Diocese Museum, as well as the Red Church, Jiří Mahen Library, Richard Adam Gallery and Brno Philharmonic and Tourist Information Centre of the City of Brno. For the first time you can travel out for special experiences to the Zetor Gallery in Líšeň, the Train Post Museum in a mail car on the dedicated post track of the Brno railway station, the Puppet Museum of the Radost Theatre, the New Town Hall or experiment with the interactive programme of the Vida! Science Centre. The number of co-organizers participating in the tenth Brno Museum Night 2014 has reached an imposing nineteen, although there are over thirty locations inviting you to visit them. For most of them the programme for visitors is either completely free of charge, or for a symbolic fee, the amount of which and the method of payment is determined by the particular organizer.


The most important new attraction to the tenth Brno Museum Night is the cooperation with the “Czech the Light” festival (www.czechthelight.cz), which for the first time this year will light up public spaces in Brno city with artistic light installations and architectural video mapping. Also related to the public space is the City Week (more at www.tydenmesta.cz), which will also combine with the BMN programme. For those looking to let loose with some dancing, it will be possible to pick up an invitation to the Brno Museum Night afterparty at the Fléda club, where they will pay a reduced entry fee with the BMN 2014 brochure.


The complete programme can be found on the web at www.brnenskamuzejninoc.cz, BMN Facebook page and in the programme brochures that will guide you through the programme during the night. They contain both the detailed programme and the complete schedule for the individual lines of the shuttle buses provided by the Brno Public Transport Authority as well as maps for better orientation. In the week before the day of the event an information bus will again be parked in Náměstí Svobody in Brno. Each visitor will subsequently have plenty of time to organise their art pilgrimage to best suit themselves. 


And how is the tenth Brno Museum Night viewed by Kateřina Tlachová from the Moravian Gallery in Brno? ”For me, the number ten in the title of this year’s Brno Museum Night is clear evidence that museums, galleries and other similar public institutions have something to offer and to entice a broad spectrum of the public. The principal idea which was behind the birth of this successful event ten years ago was to convince all of those who consider a museum to be a tedious, colourless, dusty place that it is not so and that in these days of mainly virtual communication and entertainment it is worthwhile to physically go out and enjoy a face-to-face encounter with history, culture, tradition, art and knowledge, which form the foundations of our civilization and hence our life. And that it need not be deadly serious, but can be entertaining and stimulating. In the hecticness of everyday life most people do not have many opportunities so we attempted to establish and present them with something of a feast during which a visit to a museum plays a key role. The huge numbers of interested visitors over the past years confirm that our visitors like us and like returning to us,“ said the chief organizer of the Brno Museum Night.
