I.T.U. Zagreb – Lana Cavar, Narcisa Vukojević (HR)

The project is centred on the design of book covers in Croatia during the existence of Yugoslavia (1950–1990). 

Centre for Discarded Headed Paper and the Library of the Estranged 
I.T.U. Detroit – Danielle Aubert, Maia Asshaq (US)

The Centre for Discarded Headed Paper gathers paper from companies and organisations in the area around Detroit that have moved, have been transformed or closed down. The Library of the Estranged consists of a hundred books. As a series, they demonstrate certain shifts that have occurred, within the last 40 years, in the printing, publishing and reading of high-circulation paperbacks.

This project is aimed at (graphic) design going beyond the standard production of artefacts, i.e. the standard graphic discourse, of books and printed matter. The exhibition will include the presentation of The Visual Event, a compilation of student pieces of the kind and examples by international guest artists. On the first three days of the Brno Biennial the exhibition will also host several social events for both the public and the exhibiting artists.
