BRNO MUSEUM NIGHT 2016

Saturday 21st May 2016, 18.00–24.00
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Once a year all museums and galleries celebrate their holiday – International Museum Day (18th May) – and apart from being a good reason for a celebration it also gives them a chance to be seen and heard. The only evening in the spring when Brno’s cultural institutions stay open until late is here again!  On Saturday 21st May, thanks to the exceptional opening hours from 18:00 until 24:00, visitors can experience museum collections in the unusual evening festival atmosphere.

A trip to see the permanent exhibitions or various programmes will be either completely free of charge, or for a symbolic fee. A new feature this year is the focus on programmes for children, which are marked with a smiley face symbol for better orientation – both on the web pages of the event www.brnenskamuzejninoc.cz, and in the printed brochure. Alongside a detailed programme on the more than forty sites involved in the event, the website and the traditional brochure also contain a comprehensive schedule of all the shuttle buses of the Brno Transit Authority, which will be available to visitors free of charge, and a map for quick navigation.

Current updates on Brno Museum Night can be found on the BMN Facebook page. Foreign visitors will surely welcome the English version of the website, which will make planning their museum stroll through Brno easier. 

As every year the guarantor of Brno Museum Night is the Moravian Gallery in Brno and the coordinator is Kateřina Tlachová, who has been linked to this event since the very beginning. What does this extraordinary night mean to her and what she is looking for this year? 

“I am very pleased that Brno Museum Night, by which we commemorate our May holiday – International Museum Day – in the city and region, has become a fixture in the cultural calendar. It is anticipated every year by thousands of small and grown-up inhabitants and visitors who come to explore cultural heritage in a different aspect of light and who are reminded that what we call memory institutions have been here all the time and for everyone. Apart from taking care of the collections, they transform the results of their research work into various stories of knowledge which are presented in permanent and temporary exhibitions and educational programmes and which for a long time have been far from tedious and dry! I do appreciate that in addition to museums and galleries as such the idea of preserving and communicating our shared cultural heritage is subscribed to by, for example, a library, a parish community and several different societies. In this way every visitor can discover something interesting for themselves according to their interests and preferences – or explore new and unknown places and disciplines. We would like you to accept our invitation and set out on a nocturnal wander through the city, celebrating along with us. Let yourselves be enchanted and try to discover hidden treasures where we walk by every day in the rush of mundane worries without noticing,” says the organiser of Brno Museum Night. 

A SELECTION FROM THE PROGRAMMES OF INSTITUTIONS

This year there is a lot to look forward to! On the terrace of the Museum of Applied Arts, one of the three buildings of the Moravian Gallery in Brno, you can take part at any time from six to nine in the evening in a workshop with the main theme of natural materials. If you missed a visit to the new permanent exhibition of modern and new art - Art Is Here – in the Pražák Palace, you can take advantage of one of the guided tours; children will be excited by the balloon workshop in the Governor’s Palace. In the Technical Museum you are awaited by an attractive laser show and the technological playroom, while in the galleries of the Tourist Information Centre you can find out in a programme starting at eight what is hidden under the cloak of darkness! The Diocesan Museum stages a theatre show and art workshop for children, the Puppet Museum of Radost Theatre invites you to guided tours and you can return to the VIDA! Science Centre to try out fascinating experiments revealing the miracles in the world around us! The Moravian Museum has prepared musical performances, a workshop on the Argentinean tango and an adventurous expedition after forest mammals, as well as a tour of the permanent exhibitions in the Anthropos pavilion with the accompaniment of shamanic drumming. The competition trail with the theme of Ghostly Špilberk will take place in the castle which is the home of the Brno City Museum. In the Museum of Roma Culture do not miss out on an exhibition by the American photographer C. E. Wyatt or the traditional Roma ensemble led by Barbora Botošová. The Brno in Stitches workshop waits for you at the Fait Gallery and in the Brno House of Arts a workshop for children and adults will be given by Vendulka Chalánková.  But you can also become acquainted with the history of a less traditional phenomenon in the Railway Post Museum, ride in the cabin of a steam engine of the Friends of Rolling Stock Club, or take part in a tour of the Labyrinth under Zelný trh enlivened by wine tasting. Free entry to its premises is provided by the Mendel Museum MU and the Red Church, which will take this occasion to introduce an exhibition of photographs by Jindřich Štreit. On museum night the inauguration of the Hope Tour installation by Lukáš Houdek which is part of the Meeting Brno project will take place. And those who get tired of museums can go and enjoy themselves at Lužánky in the Verbenafest festival. The museum feast traditionally incorporates three out-of-town branches of the Museum of the Brno Region in Rajhrad, Předklášteří and Prace.
