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The National Prize for Student Design was presented in Brno for the first time

In the Governor's Palace of the Moravian Gallery, through 27 October, students of the National Student Design Award nominee’s works are on display. The exhibition covers a wide range of design, product, industrial and transport design - toys, furniture, dining sets, clothing collections, medical equipment and vehicles. At the ceremony on October 19th, multiple awards were handed out, and two of the 99 nominees were awarded the National Student Design Award 2017 * GRAND and the National Student Design Award 2017 * JUNIOR.

The sponsors of this year's National Student Design Award are Design Cabinet CZ, Foundation for Architecture and Construction, Moravian Gallery in Brno and the Slovak Center of Design. For the third time, the Moravian Gallery hosts an exhibition of nominated students and this year for the first time they also co-organized the award ceremony. The year 2017 is dedicated to product and industrial design, while 2018 will be a visual communication line with the International Biennale of Graphic Design Brno. 256 authors with 231 works from 12 universities and universities and 16 senior ones entered the competition and secondary vocational schools. Students submitted prototypes, models, accompanying posters for evaluation and annotation work. Their work was evaluated by three independent juries - a total of 53 professional college and secondary school teachers, designers, architects and curators of design.
Juries used a multiple-rating system to nominate awards for 99 works. The main prize is the 2017 * GRAND Student Design Prize, which is intended for a college student. It was awarded to Ján Fogáč. Student of a higher or secondary vocational school received the National Student Design Award 2017 * JUNIOR. It was awarded to Anežka Mullerová. Six selected students were awarded Excellent Student Design and 12 were awarded Good Student Design. 

Additionally, special prizes awarded by rectors, deans and directors of educational institutions, professional associations, museums, and professional journals are also part of this competition. The winner of the main prize will recieve, among other things, a one-week residential stay in one of the selected Czech Centers in Europe, a luxury Prim watch, one week at the International Summer School of Art in Pilsen as well as other material gifts.The national prize for student design was announced by the 27th. Design Cabinetem CZ (the foundation program for the Foundation for Architecture and Civil Engineering, for whom mainly students of design volunteer) was announced for the first time in 2008. It is based on a competition organized by the Design Center of the Czech Republic from 1991 to 2007. After canceling the Design Center of the Czech Republic, Design Cabinet CZ changed the conditions, form, methods of evaluation and form of presentation of the competition.
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
