Najbrt

The exhibition of work by one of the best known Czech graphic designers follows Najbrt’s practise from the graphic beginnings in the 1980s, via working as art director for the Reflex and Raut magazines, to the metamorphosis and multiplication of his creative identity in the graphic studio that he established in 1994. The road from Aleš Najbrt the designer to Najbrt the brand encompasses work for the theatre troupes under the Pražská pětka umbrella, the film industry, extensive collaboration with the world-renowned photographer Josef Koudelka and the campaigns for the film festival in Karlovy Vary, the Prague Spring classical music festival and the Czech Philharmonic, but it also puts the spotlight on Najbrt’s role as a performer with the Sklep theatre, the trio Tros Sketos, and the duo Thomas & Ruhller.

Rony Plesl describes “his showcase”: “A wedge cut made with a grinding wheel in lead crystal creates letters, words and sentences from the poet Mácha’s famous poem Máj. It is typography determined by a highly restricted extent of possible stylisation. The result is a very natural typographical ornament enhanced by light, shade and views through the glass.”
